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This document contains a short summary of author instructions for papers to be published in proceedings and special issues of physica status solidi. Please note that each manuscript requires an abstract with a maximum length of about ten lines.

1. General Remarks  Manuscripts are treated as regular submissions of original papers to physica status solidi and should be written in English. All contributions will be refereed according to the usual procedures of peer review, organized by the conference chairmen. Only contributions which meet the scientific and formal standards of the journal can be accepted for publication in the issue.


For electronic and hardcopy submissions, please follow the instructions given by the conference organizers. Be sure to meet the length restrictions as given by the conference organizers. If submitted at the conference or by regular mail, manuscripts should be delivered in three copies and accompanied by a disk (DOS format floppy or CD-ROM) containing text and figures. Please make sure that disk files and hardcopies are identical. Please accompany your submission by one printable file (PDF or Postscript) of your entire manuscript including the text as well as all tables and figures.


Do not send your manuscript to the Editorial Office of physica status solidi.

2. Title Information  The manuscript should begin with the title of the paper, with the initial letters in Capitals except for articles, prepositions, and Latin phrases like “ab initio”, “in situ” etc. It should be followed by the names of all authors in Small Capitals and the corresponding institutions with addresses, as given in the above example.

Please identify the corresponding author unambiguously and add his/her phone and fax numbers as well as the electronic mail address in a footnote. A corresponding address valid for the entire period from submission until publication of the paper must be given either on the manuscript or in an accompanying letter. This is especially important in cases where the current address differs from the author's affiliation in the paper.


The subject classification (a maximum of six PACS numbers) should be given in numerical order. The classification scheme is available on our homepage www.physica-status-solidi.com.

3. Manuscript Layout
3.1 File formats and templates  You should prepare your manuscript electronically using Microsoft Word (WordPerfect, RTF), LaTeX, RevTeX, or compatible formats. All textual material of the paper (including tables, captions, etc.) should be in a single file.


If you write your manuscript with Microsoft Word, you may use the provided document template pss.dot; an example is the file instruct.doc which contains these instructions. When working with LaTeX 2e, the style file pss.cls is available (with instruct.tex as sample file). Further information for LaTeX users may be found in our Rapid Research Notes section at www.physica-status-solidi.com.


If you are not using one of the supplied files, please format your Word manuscript for A4 double-spaced output or use LaTeX, resp. RevTeX article style. In these cases, please note the following rule: Three double-spaced manuscript pages typically amount to two printed pages and three figures correspond to about one printed page. This approximation is usually sufficient for estimating the final paper length. 
Camera-ready manuscripts are not required. Papers will be typesetted according to the standard layout of the journal.

3.2 Quantities, units, and equations  All physical quantities and constants should be given in italic letters, vectors in Roman bold letters (both in text and equations). Care should be taken to distinguish subscripts, superscripts, and special symbols. Subscripts and superscripts, which are abbreviations from words or names (e.g. kB [Boltzmann constant] or Eg [gap energy]) should be in Roman letters (however, kx with italic x if x is also a variable). Units (e.g. V/cm, K, Pa etc.) should be written in Roman letters with a short space to the number before. SI units should be used throughout. Mathematical functions which are tabulated (e.g. sin, cos, exp, e, etc.) should be given in Roman letters (not in Italics), the same holds for the differential d (e.g. dx/dt).


Equations may be numbered sequentially; they should appear on separate lines except for small in-line equations. In the text, equations may be referred to by writing “... in Eq. (1)”. At the beginning of a sentence, use the full form “Equation (1) shows ... ”.

3.3 Figures and tables  Figures must be carefully prepared and submitted ready for reproduction. Lettering and symbols should be large and clear enough for size reduction (the typical width of a figure in the journal is about 70 mm; smallest letters should not be smaller than 1.5 mm after reduction). Avoid small open symbols, small dots, small decimal points, hairlines, close-dotted or short-dashed lines. Draw a closed axes frame in diagrams with the axes titles (quantity followed by the unit in brackets) parallel to the corresponding axis, outside the frame. For numbers, use a decimal point instead of a comma. Labeling in the form 2.1E-4 is not permitted, please write 2.1 ( 10-4 or include the power in the axis title such as R (10-4 () or using prefixes R (m(). For symbols and units, avoid writing alpha, Ohm, deg; use Greek and special characters instead: (, (, (.


If the style/template is used, figures and tables including captions may be embedded as floating objects at appropriate positions in the Word or LaTeX file (Fig. 1). In Word files, however, all figures/tables and all captions MUST appear again at the end of the paper (figures as full-page images). Please make sure to submit separate file versions of your figures (PS, EPS, TIFF, GIF, PDF, CorelDraw, Origin) if they are not embedded in the text file.


In double-spaced manuscripts, tables with captions and figures should appear on separate pages with only one figure per page at the end of the manuscript. All figure captions should also be placed on a separate page.


Figures are referred to as “... in Fig. 1” or “Figure 1 shows ... ” in the text.


Colour figures submitted in electronic format will generally be published in colour in the internet PDF version of an article at no cost. Print version will be black/white unless the author authorizes the colour print publication and contributes to the additional costs.

3.4 Formatting of literature citations  References should be numbered [in square brackets] and listed in the order of citations in the text at the end of the manuscript, or inserted by means of the corresponding LaTeX commands. The use of the endnote feature in Word is not recommended. Please apply the format used in physica status solidi for journal article and book citations. The preferred citation scheme for journals is: Initials Surnames (in Small Capitals), Journal Title (according to the INSPEC List of Journals abbreviations) Vol. No. (in bold face), starting page (year of publication in brackets) [1]. For books, the following order is required: Authors, Book Title, Ed(s). Names of Editors, Publisher, Place Year (p./pp. page numbers in brackets) [2]. When citing conference proceedings, please add all available data such as title, date, and place of the conference as well as publisher, place, and year of publication [3].

4. Further Information  Please note that your submission and all correspondence concerning the status of your manuscript should be directed to the conference organizers. Only after acceptance of the paper, handling is transferred to the Editorial Office of physica status solidi. You will then receive a formal acceptance letter with further instructions. However, please feel free to send us general inquiries, questions or suggestions by e-mail, fax, or regular mail at any time.
